You and your classmates are reporters for the Battle Creek Enquirer sent to report on various countries. You each have been assigned one specific country on which to gather relevant information.  Your mission is to familiarize the rest of the staff with your nation. The best way to convey the culture of that country is to use as many sensory aides as possible (the 5 senses….the taste of their food, sounds of their music, touch of the products exported from that country, sight of their map, smell…of…their dirty feet after a long day of work (haha)…). It is also STRONGLY recommended that you provide the staff with insight as to some current events that have effected or are effecting your country. (i.e.,  government, natural disasters, popular public figures) That way the staff will understand more about things that affect that country’s people.


Your editors-in-chief (Senora and Senorita) will be happy if they know that you’ve put quite of bit of effort into your report to the staff. This effort will be evidenced by: organization of the materials, quality of writing (no spelling/grammar mistakes), organization of oral report, sensory aides, creativity, and originality. All of the required factors must be present for you to get average pay (grade). To receive your bonus (a GOOD grade), you must put forth a well thought out presentation.


Reports are due at the beginning of class on Friday. You will have time on Monday (9/11) to work in the high school library; this is the only class time you will have, so you may want to begin working during the weekend.. You may also get a pass from Mrs. LeClear or Miss Dykas to go to the library before school, during lunch, or after school. Late reports will be taken down a grade for each day that they are late.

PLAGIARISM

Plagiarism is the use of someone else’s words or ideas without giving credit. Recognizing plagiarism can be hard, because some people think that if you put text into your own words it’s not plagiarism. Please note these guidelines as published by Purdue University’s online writing lab.

· Quotations must match the source document word for word and must be attributed to the original author.
· Paraphrasing involves putting a passage from source material into your own words. A paraphrase must be attributed to the original source.
· Summarizing involves putting the main ideas into your own words, including only main points. Once again, it is necessary to attribute summarized ideas to the original source.
· Guiding light: If you’re not sure whether you’re plagiarizing or not, you probably are. Always give credit to your sources!!!!
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
